About our school

Provident Charter School in Pittsburgh, PA is a publicly funded school designed to address the needs of
students with language-based learning differences such as dyslexia. Our students are bright yet struggle
with topics such as reading, writing and sequencing. Located on the city’s North Shore the school just
concluded its inaugural school year after opening with Grades 3 and 4 enrolling 80 students from 26
different school districts. Provident will add a grade level each year until the school serves students in
Grades 2 to 8 in the fall of 2021. In the 2018-19 school year Provident has 215 students in Grades 2-6.

Teaching at PCS

Each specials class reaches capacity at 12 students. The Music Instructor must be interested in
approaching learning with creativity and who will seek out and leverage opportunities for students to
learn in both traditional and non-traditional ways.

This is currently a part-time position which requires teaching 5 days a week from 7:30am-1:00pm. The
Music Instructor will teach three 40-minute classes, facilitate a 30-minute Music Club and have time for a
break and planning. As the school grows in the years ahead this will become a full-time position.
