This second
location of Provident Charter School opened in August 2023 and has students enrolled in grades 1-6
from Beaver County and surrounding areas. Over the next three years this school will increase
capacity to serve over 360 students in Grades 1-8.

About this position

We are currently seeking a 5th Grade Teacher. This is a co-taught classroom and has the potential to
loop to another grade level. Teachers must approach learning with creativity and leverage
opportunities for multi-sensory instruction. Experience with accommodations for reading and
writing deficits is preferred. Teachers receive comprehensive training, have shared daily planning
time with other members of their department and are provided support throughout the school year
in developing multi-sensory approaches to instruction that help our students learn and grow.
